Well Child checkups provide medical,
behavioral and dental preventative care for
children. These checkups are at no cost to
you:

« Well Child checkups provide medical care
from birth through 20 years of age for
Medicaid members and through 19 years
of age for CHIP members.

- Dental checkups starting from 6 months
of age.
Why are these checkups important?

« You may find health problems before they
get worse and harder to treat.

« Helps your child have a healthy smile.

- Complete your checkup within the first 90
days of becoming a member.

If your child’s doctor or dentist finds a health
problem during a checkup, your child can get
the care they need such as:

- Eye exams and glasses
« Hearing tests and hearing aids
« Other health and dental care

WHY IS ITIMPORTANT TO GET VACCINES?

These shots help to prevent the spread of
infectious disease and protect infants and
children against dangerous complications.
These shots are at no cost to you. Ask the
doctor what vaccines your child needs.

It is up to you to take your child to the doctor
to get their shots. It is a good idea to keep a
record of when your child gets their shots.
Keep the record in a safe place and take it
with you to each checkup.
